I am writing this letter, as a concerned citizen, to show my support for a 4-sided pool fencing by-law in the insert your Town or City.  

Drowning is the second leading cause of injury-related death for children ages 1 to 4 years old.  As swimming pools are the site of nearly half of all drowning and near-drowning incidents for children age 14 and under, it is important to me as a citizen of insert your Town or City that measures be taken to reduce drowning in these environments.  

Many pool fencing by-laws in Canada do not adequately protect children, in particular children living in homes with private outdoor residential pools, from unintentional drowning.  Researchers estimate that 7 out of 10 drowning incidents could be prevented with proper fencing for private residential pools.
  A by-law mandating a minimum 1.22m (4ft) high, 4-sided pool fence with a self-closing and self-latching gate which completely encloses the swimming pool will help prevent unintended access from the home to the pool area, therefore helping to prevent children from drowning.
I thank you for this opportunity to express my views and I sincerely hope that the insert your Town of City takes measures to enact a 4-sided pool fencing by-law and help prevent unintentional childhood drowning.
